	ONE THING AFTER ANOTHER
	We should tell them we don’t want our information sold. Then we won’t get junk mail.

They weren’t worried before our conversation.

I went home after I talked to my friends.

Note: we can also follow before and after with an –ing form.

I went home after talking with my friends.
